The tournament will be held in  3 age groups for boys and 3 age groups for girls 
 

1. AGE GROUPS 

 
• Boys born in 2002 and 2003 (age group B Mini 3) 
• Boys born in 2001 (age group B Mini 2) 
• Boys born in 2000 (age group B Mini 1) 

 
• Girls born in 2002 and 2003 (age group G Mini 3) 
• Girls born in 2001 (age group G Mini 2) 
• Girls born in 2000 (age group G Mini 1) 

 

2. ORDER OF CONTEST 
 

• 12 teams will be divided in four groups of 3 teams.   
• Each group will play 1game with every opponent within their group.  
• Two best teams of each group will play quarter-finals, (semi-finals for places 1.-4), 

(semi-finals for places 5-8), and finals(for place 1-8) 
• 3rd team in each group will play 1game with every groups 3rd place.(games for 9-12 

place) 

3. RULES 

 
• Games will be played under the FIBA rules. 
• Game time : 4x7 min (effective time ) with 3min overtime. 
• Four foul limit in each quarter 
• Each player must skip at least 1 quarter 
• Minimum 8 players, max 12 players in team 
• No back court and 24-second violation rule 
• All games will be held with 5th size ball 
• In all age groups only man to man defense is allowed ,with no “double 

teams” allowed in front court. 

 

 

 



 
4. PRIZES 

 
• First three  place winner in each age category will be awarded with cup, medals (12 

players 2 coaches) and special prizes.  
• Also the “All-star 5” will be awarded with prizes in each age category. 
• All tournament players got special tournament T-Shirt

• A-pass         75 EUR  
 
A-pass includes the right to play or coach, special tournament T-shirt, accommodation in a 
Days Hotel*** (3 nights + breakfast), and 6 meals at RHV school (05.04.(D) , 06.04. (L+D), 
07.04. (L+D), 08.04. (L). 

 

• B-pass         60 EUR  
 

B-pass includes the right to play or coach, special tournament T-shirt, accommodation in a 
hostel “Viktorija” (3 nights + breakfast), and 6 meals at RHV school (05.04.(D) , 06.04. 
(L+D), 07.04. (L+D), 08.04. (L). 

 

• C-pass         40 EUR  
 
C-pass includes the right to play or coach, special tournament T-shirt, accommodation on RHV 
school´s floor (3 nights, own mattresse and sleeping bag ), and 9 meals (05.04. dinner , 
06.04. breakfast, lunch and dinner, 07.04. breakfast, lunch and dinner, 08.04. breakfast and 
lunch). 

 

• D-pass         20 EUR  
 
D-pass includes the right to play or coach, special tournament T-shirt , and 3 meals at RHV 
school (06.04. lunch, 07.04. lunch, 08.04. lunch ). 
 
Teams with C-pass will have to pay security fee 50 Eur  for classroom , which will be 

returned after the tournament.

• Accommodations  and meals are in the Rigas Hanzas high school. All events take area 
of 100 meters.  

• To the city center is a 10 minute walk.
